
 

 
SUPPORTER GUIDELINES 

Indy Eleven W-League | Grand Park Sports Complex 

We expect Brickyard Battalion members to focus their energies on the love of the team and the game for all 
Indy Eleven W-League and BYB related events. It is expected that all members will refrain from use of 
bigoted remarks/actions (based on race, ethnicity, country of origin, religion, sexual orientation, gender 
identity, or age), sectarianism, or instigating violence. 

During games and events, we know all members of the Brickyard Battalion and its affiliates will agree to 
refrain from activity, such as: 

• Creating an uncomfortable environment for fellow supporters via unwelcome sexual passes or 
inappropriate language/touching. 

• Doxing any game official, player, or coach (regardless of team), front office staff number, or fellow 
supporter. 

• Committing any act or making any malicious public statement that could bring the BYB, an affiliate, 
or Indy Eleven into disrepute. 

• Holding a sign, two-pole, or hanging a banner in promotion of a political candidate. This includes 
their slogans or imagery. 

• Intentionally violating venue policy in a manner that results in a revocation of privileges for BYB’s 
Operations. 

• Making any malicious comments regarding a person’s race, ethnicity, county of origin, gender 
identity, sexual orientation, and/or religion. 

• Bringing and/or using a weapon of any kind. 

• Engaging in or enabling underage drinking. 

• Consuming alcoholic beverages to excess while at any Brickyard Battalion or Indy Eleven events. 

• Instigating any violent activity. 

• Endangering the safety of members of the group, fans (including visiting fans), or the general 
public. 

• Throwing objects on to the field of play at any match. 

• Attempting to enter the field of play during any match. 

In the event that a Brickyard Battalion member is in violation of the above code of conduct or the spirit in 
which the code of conduct was written, the Board of Directors holds the power to withdraw and/or 
suspend the membership or privileges. All of those in Brickyard Battalion leadership positions and in 
privileged positions within the organization are held to a higher standard and all public comments are 
considered representation of BYB. Appeals may be heard at the discretion of the Board of Directors, with all 
decisions being final. 

 

 



 

 

PROHIBITED ITEMS 
Indy Eleven W-League | Grand Park Sports Complex 

Prohibited items include, but are not limited to, the following: 

• Smoke bombs, weapons, or fireworks of any kind  

• Any missile or projectile-like objects  

• Noisemakers - whistles, vuvuzelas, or air horns of any kind (this includes any horn or wind 
instruments) 

• Laser pointers  

• Hard-cased containers or coolers  

• Large bags (see bag policy below) 

• Poles and staffs of any kind (metal, plastic or wooden) 

o PVC poles measuring no more than 6’ in length and 1” in diameter are permitted in the 
Brickyard Battalion section ONLY. These compliant flags must also be brought into the 
venue during the pre-game BYB entry period, as approved by the Club.  

• Any outside food and beverages (except special exceptions for medical needs) 

• Camera lenses in excess of eight inches and all tripods/monopods  

• Animals (except service animals with paperwork & bib)  

• Frisbees or inflated balls of any kind  

• Affixed banners of any kind 

o Banners affixed with zip ties are permitted on the railings in the Brickyard Battalion section 
ONLY. Banners in this section are limited to space approved by the venue and must be 
installed during the pre-game BYB entry period, as approved by the Club.  

• Smoking, including e-cigarettes  

 

Anyone in possession of a prohibited item will be asked to either take the item back to their vehicle or 
dispose of it. The display of banners and flags (only in the Brickyard Battalion section) may not obstruct the 
view of fans during the run of play, block stadium signage, or present any safety hazards.  
 
*Grand Park and Indy Eleven hold the right to confiscate or remove any items deemed offensive or 
disruptive. 
 
 

 
 
 
 
 
 



 

 
 
 

BAG POLICY 
Indy Eleven W-League | Grand Park Sports Complex 

The following types of bags will be permitted inside the Grand Park Sports Campus*.  
 

• One-gallon clear, plastic freezer bag not exceeding 11” x 11” 
 

• Clear plastic, vinyl, or PVC bag not exceeding 12” x 12” x 6” 
 
• Small clutch or handheld wallet not exceeding 6.5” x 4.5” 

 
*The only exception will be medically necessary items or a diaper bag accompanying an infant into the venue.  
 
All bags meeting the exception standards will be subject to inspection by security personnel. After a bag is 
checked and approved to be permitted into the venue, the bag itself will receive a specific color wristband 
(around the handle, zipper, strap, etc.), signifying it has been approved by security personnel.
